Nazdar provides jobs for adults served

   The Olathe Training Center contracts with Kansas City Metro companies for assembly 
work for our individuals served to provide meaningful paid employment and opportunities 
to learn new job skills. Lakemary is currently subcontracting with Nazdar, a Shawnee company that sells 
supplies to the screen printing industry.  Nazdar has been working with Lakemary since the summer of 2006.  
Our adults collate color sample packets of the Nazdar products, which are used in Nazdar’s marketing 
efforts.  This current job is a 63 step process which most of the 50+ adults at the OTC participate in at some 
point.  This is a 5,000 piece job that will take approximately 4 months to complete.  Mike Hayes, the OTC 
staff person that coordinates with Nazdar, stated that planning is already underway for a new contract to 

replace the current one as soon as it’s completed.  Debbie 
and Fletcher, seen here, are two of the adults who work on 
this project.  They like the new shelves and tables which were 
purchased to make the assembly process more effi cient.  

    Even with all that work to do, the adults served still take 
time out for fun.  February events included a Valentine’s party 
and outings to the Olathe Library, the Bass Pro Shop, the 
pet store, Chips Chocolate Factory in Crown Center, and the 
Lakemary Paola Adults Art Show.  Whew, what a busy month!
