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Students Learn Job Skills

As part of the comprehensive educational program at Lakemary Center, students ages 7 to 21 have the
opportunity to participate in vocational training. The younger, more inexperienced students work in a
variety of in-house “jobs”. These are generally 2-3 times per week for 30 minutes. There are nearly 25
different positions to select from, supervised by vocational paraprofessional, JoOAnn Stites. Students are
given broad range of work experiences that help build responsibility and endurance.

Older students go into our community for more extensive training. One or two students,
always supervised by paraprofessionals, learn new job skills by actually performing the
tasks that a regular employee would be expected to do. The community vocational train-
ing experience is an extension of the students school
day, so no pay is involved and all liability is assumed
by Lakemary Center.
