This version of the by-laws will be put on the Chamber website and presented to the membership at the July meeting for final approval at the September meeting.
Dues:  A committee to review the current dues structure by gathering data from surrounding Chamber organizations presented their findings to the Board.  It was the committee’s recommendation that dues be increased for 2010.  Jason Matters moved to accept the dues increase and Jeff Kyle seconded the motion.  The motion was approved with Eric Berlin abstaining.  The dues increase will be presented to the general membership at the July meeting.  

Website:  After a contentious meeting with Joe Rossini and his wife, the resolution of this endeavor to get the Chamber’s website online may be in jeopardy.  Everything depends on whether Joe Rossini elects to stand up to his initial commitments.  At the end of the meeting, it was decided that Cherie and Connie would deliver one last list of changes and revisions to him.
